1. Beginning January 3, 2010 and continuing each Sunday through December 26.
2010, any B Connected cardholder with a player’s card inserted into a slot machine
or checked in on E-Table will be eligible to participate in our Hot Dice Hot Seat

promotion.

2. No play necessary. Limit one card per person. Multiple cards are only allowed with
active play.

3. Every 30 minutes from 12:00 noon — 6:30 p.m., on each of the above promotion
dates, three (3) names will be randomly selected using the Active Player Screen in
CMS.
