1. The Promotion is valid at Gold Coast Hotel and Casino. 

2. Participants must be B Connected members. B Connected membership is 

free and available at the B Connected Club. Must be 21 years of age or 

more to be a B Connected member. Entries based on use of B Connected 

Card. Play without B Connected card does not qualify. 

3. Winners will be announced on Tuesdays June 4, 11, 18, & 25, 2019 at 7pm, 

8pm, 9pm and 10pm at The Hippie Pit. 

4. Participants may earn virtual drawing entries for drawings beginning 

Saturday, JUNE 1, 2019 at 3:01am through Tuesday, JUNE  25, 2019 at 

9:45pm. 

5. Table games players will earn one (1) entry for every one (1) hour rated play 

with a minimum $5 average bet. It is the player’s responsibility to request their 

play to be rated.
